There was a presentation by Mike Berners Lee on research that he has been doing for the Board on establishing energy footprints for West Sussex. This was broken down into residential, industry and WSCC sectors and further subdivided into energy use from different activities. These activities were then grouped into clusters that could be  targeted to achieve a 40% cut in energy use by 2025 (on 2005 levels). The Board has taken this work and started mapping it to actions identified by the 4 sub groups. A number of gaps were identified and an action taken by all present to see how these could be resolved by the next meeting in September. Once I have the analysis to date in electronic format I will circulate to this group and my contacts for any ideas to be fed back.

Presentations were given by the chairs of the four sub groups (Environmental Quality. Sustainable Transport & Infrastructure, Green Economy & Skills, Low Carbon & Renewable Energy) These included visions for the county in 2025 along with suggested actions on how to get there (see above).  Amongst many others these actions included:-

· Retrofitting existing Housing Stock to be more energy efficient (70% of housing in use in 2050 has already been built).

· Community advice packs.

· Community charters. 

· Personal travel planning.

· Integrated public transport.

· 20 mph speed limits on urban roads.

· A sustainable business hub

· Accreditation for  sustainability.

· Skills academies.

· Linking education and business.

Discussion centered on how to prioritise these and what next steps should be. I stressed that any output from the Board should incorporate inputs from projects already being undertaken by community groups and they should be a collaborative, not top down approach.

There was discussion on the importance of engaging with youth. This centred around all levels of education including apprenticeships and skills academies and stressed the importance of incorporating ‘green’ behaviours into mainstream thinking from an early age. Parallels were drawn with the changes in thinking about health & safety over the last couple of decades.

All in all a positive and interesting meeting which should hopefully lead to some practical outputs.
