Autistic Spectrum Disorder Grants

The criteria below have been informed by the Government Paper ‘Towards Fulfilling Lives’ (March 2010) that sets out the main priorities in respect of supporting people with autistic spectrum disorder and their family carers.

Applications must meet one or more of the following criteria, the project:

1. Provides family carers of adults with autistic spectrum disorders with a short break from caring responsibilities by offering meaningful occupation and activity for the cared-for

2. Improves health & well-being of adults with autistic spectrum disorders

3. Improves access to mainstream services for adults with autistic spectrum disorders

4. Promotes the inclusion of adults with autistic spectrum disorders in their local communities 

5. Supports people with autistic spectrum disorders to develop skills for the workplace and to access work opportunities

6. Supports people with autistic spectrum disorders to develop social skills, friendships, life skills and prevent social isolation
7. Promotes self-advocacy/peer support for adults with autistic spectrum disorders and enables adults with autistic spectrum disorders to be involved on the planning and development of services.
8. Provides specialist advice, information and signposting to enable adults with autistic spectrum disorders to lead independent lives and be active members of their local community
