As the Chairman of the West Sussex Health and Wellbeing Board I would like to update you on the work undertaken by the Board to date. On Wednesday 21 September the Board held its third developmental meeting since it came into being in April 2011.

These developmental meetings have focused on getting to know one another and developing an understanding of the partners’ priorities and expectations from the new arrangements. We have looked at the Joint Strategic Needs Assessment (JSNA) and identified priorities for West Sussex that the Board will consider in the year ahead.

For the remainder of this year the Board will continue to develop its priorities and draw up a work plan for the start of the shadow year. We aim to identify actions that Board members can take to address those areas most in need of their attention.

We have agreed to meet on a quarterly basis during the remainder of this development year and during the shadow year. It is the Board’s intention to hold the first meeting in public on Thursday 19 April 2012.
