Dear Group

You may have heard about the partnership between Sussex Community Foundation and a website development called Localgiving.com. It allows groups who have been vetted by Sussex Community Foundation to create a web page on the site and to receive donations directly to their nominated bank account.

I am contacting you to ensure that you are aware of the match funding pot of that is becoming available in March. This means that any donations that your group receives during the event will be doubled and Gift Aid will automatically be claimed. However, you would need to be on-line before March 1st. The process is reasonably simple but the quicker you are ‘on-line’ the quicker you can inform your family, friends and supporters when to make their donations to make the best of this opportunity. Our last challenge in December raised £13,000 in one week for the groups in Sussex and we will also be arranging some local match-funding events in May and November. 

We are pleased to be able to offer groups a three month trial to see exactly what Localgiving.com can offer. After your trial period (which will include the match-fund event in March) there is an annual subscription fee of £60 (£5 per month) for groups who have already been vetted by Sussex Community Foundation. However, you are not obligated to continue on Localgiving.com once you have completed your free trial. This is why it is the best time to help your group raise funds.

I have included a guide to setting up your website so that you know what is involved but if you would like to join Localgiving.com please respond to this email with your contact details and we will invite you within the next few days. If you need further help with your webpage we are running drop-ins at our Lewes office on Thursday afternoon from I-4pm and would aim to get you on line then and there!
